GENERAL ELECTIONS: MAY 3, 2025
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DUNCANVILLE POLICE DEPARTMENT
COMBATS CATALYTIC CONVERTER THEFT

On October 18, 2022, the Duncanville City Council 
amended Ordinance 2057R to help address catalytic 
converter theft. Catalytic converters are devices required on 
vehicles made after 1974, which convert environmentally 
hazardous exhaust emitted by an engine into less harmful 
gases. The National Insurance Crime Bureau (NICB) has 
reported that the claims of catalytic converter thefts rose 
nationwide from 3,389 in 2019 to 14,433 in 2020. The 
converters are comprised of scarce precious metals, which 
make them attractive to criminals. In Duncanville in 2021, 
one hundred thirteen (113) catalytic converters were reported stolen from vehicles. 
As of the end of June 2022, sixty-two (62) catalytic converters were reported stolen 
from vehicles in Duncanville. The amended ordinance prohibits the possession 
of cut or un-bolted catalytic converters without appropriate documentation. It also 
outlaws the selling of catalytic converters to second-hand metal shops except under 
very specifi c circumstances that closely align with state law. Any person violating 
any provision of the ordinance shall be guilty of an offense and be punished by a 
fi ne not to exceed two-thousand dollars ($2,000).

The passage of the amended ordinance allows Duncanville Police Department 
Offi cers to take immediate action against individuals possessing a catalytic convertor 
without proper documentation, which helps our offi cers during the investigation of 
catalytic converter thefts.  To help prevent these types of thefts, the Duncanville Police 
Department hosts catalytic convertor etching events. Members of our department 
physically climb under your vehicle and etch a unique identifying number onto your 
catalytic convertor. Please visit the Duncanville Police Department’s social media 
pages for more information on these events.

However, there are a few exceptions; if a 
municipality is operating the ATV for offi cial use, the 
rider is crossing the public roadway at a 90-degree 
angle between private properties, or if you live in 
a master-planned community and are within two 
miles of a golf course where the vehicle is typically 
stored.

To help us identify the 
violator(s), they create an incredibly dangerous 
situation for themselves and others.
